Therefore please provide a description of your largest individual programming project. This should be word processed (preferred) or typewritten in English, and should be no longer than 500 words.

Please cover the following areas:

· A description of the application area;

· The analysis methodology or techniques used in the development lifecycle;

· The programming languages and tools used (e.g. C++ with Borland, Java with an IDE such as Eclipse/Netbeans, Microsoft VB.NET/Visual Studio) and the development platform (e.g. MS-Windows, UNIX/Linux etc). Please include details of version numbers of software, where appropriate;

· The approximate size of the code you have written in terms of number of lines of code. Try not to include lines of code automatically generated for you by the IDE;
· Any linking of front end (programming) and backend (database) technologies (e.g. VB.NET/Java and Access/Oracle);
· A summary of the results of any evaluation or testing you did;

· What you learned most from the development, and what part of it you are most proud.
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
