Private Sector Housing

in this sector we use Studentpad. This is an
internet-based, advertising package that
landlords use to advertise properties that
are available for students to rent.

Landlords need to be part of the local
authority’s accreditation scheme in order to
advertise on Studentpad so you can be sure
that this accommodation meets specific
requirements.
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Available Accommodation List

The Accommodation office manages an online “Available Accommodation” list. This is
for students, both current and new to the University, to advertise that they are either
looking to rent a room in a house or have a room available to rent. This is a good way
to find accommodation to share with other students from Canterbury Christ Church
University who may be on the same course or mature or postgraduate students looking
for similar students to share with.
