PGCE in Media and Film (14 – 19) With Christ Church’s long-established reputation for excellence in teacher training, and our well known undergraduate degree in Radio, Film  and Television, it was inevitable that we would launch our 14-19 PGCE in Media and Film. 
This innovatory PGCE is a unique and exciting  nine month programme preparing graduates for the rewards and challenges of teaching the 14-19 age range in the Secondary and Further Education sectors. You will be awarded a PGCE and recommended for Qualified Teacher Status, enabling you to teach in schools, while the programme is also designed to provide a strong foundation for working in the Lifelong Learning sector, especially FE, with the possibility of a further Qualified Teacher Status in this sector.
The course is organised in partnership with schools and Further Education colleges where you spend 24 out of the 36 weeks teaching. 

Teaching and Learning Methods
For 12 intensive weeks your learning takes place in the University, where you will experience a mixture of imaginative seminars, tutorials and practical workshops. These will prepare you for professional placement and help you to reflect on professional issues and your own development. During the 24 weeks on placement, you will learn through a combination of observation, individual, group and whole class teaching, discussions with mentors, attendance at school/college training events, professional meetings and away days, trips and visits.


Content: Professional Placement – Module 1
Teaching experiences across the two main placements include opportunities to teach Key Stage 3, GCSE, A-level, GNVQ and National Diploma Programmes in schools and colleges.
Professional Studies – Module 2
Professional Studies sessions aim to inform you about generic aspects of professional practice including pastoral care, behaviour management, meeting the needs of individual pupils and groups, additional educational needs, and pupil assessment.

Curriculum Studies in Media and Film – Module 3
At the heart of your teaching and learning experience lies your pursuit of Media and Film pedagogy in Curriculum Studies.

Here you will explore the very nature of the subject in schools and FE colleges through seminar and workshop sessions.  Whether your expertise is in theoretical approaches or practical skills, you will combine both to inspire your students through this ever-popular subject, and prove equally at home analysing Barthes or Planet of the Apes; film theory or The Simpsons. You will learn how to engage your students in the creative and critical skills that will help them both understand the world the media constructs, and to build their own. Work in Curriculum Studies will range from analysis of TV genre to film making; newspapers, magazines and advertising, to the digital explosion in young people’s lives, through seminar, practical and project work, within and beyond the seminar room.  
Assessment
Your continuing development is assessed through a combination of professional teaching placements and coursework, including two formal assignments (which you can submit at Masters level if you so wish), and a Journal of self-reflective practice. Alongside academic and practical engagement, you will develop creative project work as we explore Media and Film as contemporary art forms.
What qualifications do I need?
When the course begins, you will have a degree in Media, Film, Communications or a related textually-engaged subject. You will have some sort of additional experience in relation to the 14-19 age-range, such as assisting in secondary school or observing in an FE college. We welcome those with experience in the industry, although this is not essential. You will feel confident enough to work with challenging learners in school, and humble enough to constantly reflect on your own practice.  You will burn for the subject; care passionately for the future of young people and the creative possibilities lifelong learning offers; and are desperate to teach as a first option rather than as a last resort.

We aim to help you become an excellent Media and Film Teacher and Lecturer. You will be taught on this exciting new course by highly enthusiastic  and experienced tutors, familiar with school, FE and HE learning environments; and by each other.
