Most of her subsequent career has been with Social Services in Kent and London, working with most client groups.

In 2007 Chris was appointed to act as Dementia Ministry Adviser within the Canterbury and Rochester Dioceses and first became involved with DemSIG. She has been an active member of this group and has assisted in the organisation of a number of training days and a successful event in Canterbury Cathedral. She has also run a number of seminars for the Dioceses, both alone and with colleagues.
Whilst in social services Chris completed a Masters’ Degree in Inter-professional Health and Community Studies at Canterbury Christ Church University. She also has a Masters’ in Theology at University of Wales, Lampeter; where her dissertation was on the pastoral care of people with dementia.
Chris is currently a Reader (lay preacher) within the Anglican Rochester Diocese and acts a Deputy Warden of Readers. She is a member of the Conferences Committee of the Central Readers Council for England. She is a trustee of Toc H UK and Talbot House, Belgium.

Chris has given well received lectures at Canterbury Christ Church University on Spirituality within Dementia and is expecting to follow these up in 2011.
