SPECIAL REGULATIONS: FOUNDATION DEGREE LIFELONG LEARNING
INTRODUCTION
1 These special regulations relate to the following programmes:

Foundation Degree in Lifelong Learning
ENTRY REQUIREMENTS AND SELECTION PROCEDURES
2 In addition to the standard University entry requirements for undergraduate awards the following will apply:

(a) Applicants who do not have the standard Level 3 entry requirements, but can evidence relevant subject experience may still be admitted on to the Teaching Awards modules (DTLLS).  Level 2 English and maths are desirable but not mandatory.
(b) All entrants must satisfy the programme’s requirements concerning clearance in relation to criminal convictions and any other requirements specified by the University, taking account of the requirements of the regulatory bodies, in relation to the protection of vulnerable persons. Students on the programme must remain in good standing in relation to such requirements, including, where required, registration for the updating of certificates by the Disclosure and Barring Service.

3 A Certificate in Higher Education is not available as an exit award.
