SPECIAL REGULATIONS:  LIFELONG LEARNING MODULAR SCHEME
INTRODUCTION

1 These Special Regulations enable the awards within the Lifelong Learning Modular Scheme to be made.

2 The titles of awards covered by these Special Regulations are specified in Schedule One. 
3 The Professional Graduate Certificate in Education or a Postgraduate Certificate in Education programmes within the Scheme is awarded on successful completion of at least 60 Level six credits, and 120 credits overall and allows the student to apply for Qualified Teacher, Learning and Skills (QTLS) status. 
ADMISSION

4 The requirements for admission set out in the Regulation and Credit Framework for the Conferment of Awards; the additional requirements are set out below.
Professional Graduate Certificate in Education or a Postgraduate Certificate in Education
5 Entrants to a Professional Graduate Certificate in Education or a Postgraduate Certificate in Education governed by these Special Regulations must: 

(a) have, as part of their degree or a recognised equivalent and/or vocational background, appropriate knowledge and/or experience of their chosen curriculum area; and
(b) demonstrate they can read effectively, and can communicate clearly and accurately, in spoken and written standard English at the required level, in accordance with the published criteria used for this purpose; and
(c) demonstrate they do not have a criminal background that might prevent them working in contexts where there are children, young people or vulnerable adults; and
(d) demonstrate they can secure and deliver the required number of group teaching hours.
6 Entrants to a Professional Graduate Certificate in Education or a Postgraduate Certificate in Education, who wish to pursue a specialism in Basic Skills English or English as a Second or Other Language (ESOL) must hold the required qualification in English or equivalent; entrants wishing to pursue a specialism in Basic Skills Mathematics must hold the required qualification in Mathematics or equivalent.

7 The University arrangements for the Accreditation of Prior Certificated Learning do not apply for entry to a Professional Graduate Certificate in Education or a Postgraduate Certificate in Education covered by these special regulations.  The arrangements for the Accreditation of Prior Certificated Learning are set out in Schedule Two.
Foundation Degree, Diploma and Certificate Programmes
8 Entrants to Foundation Degree and Diploma and Certificate Programmes must demonstrate they can read effectively, and can communicate clearly and accurately, in spoken and written standard English at the required level, in accordance with the published criteria used for this purpose.
9 Entrants are to demonstrate that:

(a) they hold appropriate subject-based qualifications for teaching their subject; and 

(b) where appropriate they have the support of their employers for the qualification they wish to undertake; and
(c) their current teaching is being undertaken in a suitable teaching practice context; and
(d) they can secure and deliver the required number of group teaching hours. 
BA (Hons) Lifelong Learning and, (from January 2015) BA (Hons) Education and Professional Training 
10 Entrants to the honours degree programme must normally be in work on a paid or voluntary basis and in a role which relates to learning and development in the lifelong learning sector.
11 Students may join an honours degree programme within these special regulations in line with the following arrangements:

(a) In order to join this named award at Level 4 students must hold 60 credits at Level 4 or 60* credits at Level 4 and 60 credits at Level 5;
(b) In order to join this named award at Level 5 students must hold 120* credits at Level 4 and 60 credits at Level 5;
(c) In order to join this named award at Level 6 students must hold 240 credits (120* at Level 4 and 120* at Level 5). Level four if they already hold 60* credits at level four;

* These credits must be congruent with the honours degree programme. 

MODULES

12 Programmes within these Special Regulations will not include starred modules. 
13 Programmes leading to the award of a Professional Graduate Certificate in Education or a Postgraduate Certificate in Education within these special regulations may include 30 credit modules, provided the purpose of such 30 credit modules is specifically to enable the programme to meet the requirements of a regulatory body. 
ASSESSMENT
14 For all programmes within these Special Regulations, students must pass all modules to receive an award and compensation is not permitted on these programmes.
15 Where the programme requires the completion of professional practice students must complete successfully

(a) the required number of teaching hours within a recognised Post Compulsory Education Sector context; and
(b) obtain a satisfactory tutor/mentor report in relation to personal skills and attributes and professional conduct and behaviour; and
(c) all professional documentation associated with each module and achieve at least to a satisfactory level in the professional practice skills; and
(d) a Record of Achievement as specified in the validation documents.
16 Degree Classification will be calculated using the Level 6 modules only, using the standard University rules in the Regulation and Credit Framework for the Conferment of Awards.
COMMENCEMENT DATE

17 These Special Regulations are effective from 1 December 2014.

· Module 1a award ‘Preparing to Teach in the Lifelong Learning Sector’ (PTTLS) (6 HE Level 1 credits) 

· Module 1 award ‘Introduction to Teaching and Learning’ (20 HE Level 1 credits)incorporates Preparing to Teach in the Lifelong Learning Sector (PTTLS) 

Certificate in Teaching in the Lifelong Learning Sector (CTTLS)

· Module 1 and 2 award ‘Introduction to Teaching and Learning and Planning and Assessing for Learning’ (40 HE Level credits) incorporates Certificate in Teaching in the Lifelong Learning Sector (CTTLS) 

· Module 3 award ‘Introduction to Teaching and Learning and Planning, Assessing for Learning and Teaching and Theory into Professional Practice’ (60 credits) incorporates Certificate in Teaching in the Lifelong Learning Sector (CTTLS) 

In addition the following award may be made 

· Diploma in Teaching in the Lifelong Learning Sector, comprising of 120 credits, with 60 credits at Level One and 60 credits at Level Two 
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SCHEDULE TWO

ARRANGEMENTS FOR THE ACCREDITATION OF PRIOR CERTIFICATED LEARNING 

Diploma in Education and Training:

The programme complies with University policy on APL. We use the PSRB’s (in this case LSIS) tariff of qualifications as guidance for the recognition of “legacy” qualifications, i.e. those qualifications which were taken under older frameworks.

The BA (Hons) Education and Professional Training:

The programme is built upon the principle of recognising the Assessment of Previously Certificated (APCL) as outlined in the ‘University Policy’.
In line with University policy, a maximum of 50% of the credits can be imported via this route. It should be noted that the BA was devised originally as a ‘top up’ degree and students who had achieved the Certificate in Education (Post compulsory) were given Advanced Standing within the programme. The proposed programme will continue with this practice.
