SPECIAL REGULATIONS: POSTGRADUATE DIPLOMA / MA PRACTICE BASED PLAY THERAPY; POSTGRADUATE CERTIFICATE THERAPEUTIC PLAY SKILLS

INTRODUCTION
1 The Special Regulations relate only to the following programme:

MA Practice Based Play Therapy

Postgraduate Diploma in Practice Based Play Therapy

Postgraduate Certificate Therapeutic Play Skills

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS AND SELECTION PROCEDURES
2 The requirements for admissions are those set out in the Regulation and Credit Framework for the Conferment of Awards.  In addition all candidates will:
(a) be currently working with children or have arranged to do so before the start of the programme; 
(b) have enhanced CRB clearance (or have the equivalent of the candidates’ country CRB).
ASSESSMENT

3 All elements of assessment must be passed.  The module mark will be the weighted average of the assessments as specified in the module descriptor in the validation document.
4 The assessment wordage for module MPTHS4TSP ‘Working Therapeutically' will be 6000 words.
PROGRESSION
5 To satisfy the requirement for the Postgraduate Certificate Therapeutic Play Skills, and so be eligible for professional recognition, students must pass modules to the value of 60 credits that comprise Stage 1 as specified in the validation document and must evidence at least 100 supervised hours of clinical experience. 
Students who have successfully completed the Postgraduate Certificate in Therapeutic Play Skills can then apply to progress to the Postgraduate Diploma Practice Based Play Therapy
6 Students who have completed the taught module content of Stage 1and can evidence 50 hours of supervised clinical experience can apply to commence the Postgraduate Diploma in Practice Based Play Therapy with a recommendation from the Programme Director.
7 To satisfy the requirement for the Postgraduate Diploma in Practice Based Play Therapy, and so be eligible for professional recognition, students must pass modules to the value of 60 credits that comprise Stage 1 as well as pass modules to the value of 60 credits that comprise Stage 2 and must evidence an overall total of 200 supervised hours of clinical experience.  The modules included in Stage 1 and Stage 2 are specified in the validation document.
8 Students who have successfully completed the Postgraduate Diploma in Practiced Based Play Therapy can then apply to progress to MA Practice Based Play Therapy.
EXIT AWARDS NOT LEADING TO PROFESSIONAL REGISTRATION

9 A student who passes the theoretical elements of all modules, but fails to complete the required hours of supervised clinical experience for the stage of study, will be eligible for one of the following awards that does not lead to professional recognition: 

· Postgraduate Certificate in Health and Social Care

· Postgraduate Diploma in Health and Social Care 

10 These exit awards are not recognised as an entry qualification to access the next stage of study within the MA Practice Based Play Therapy Programme.
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
