
SPECIAL REGULATIONS: MSC/ POSTGRADUATE DIPLOMA SPEECH AND LANGUAGE THERAPY; POSTGRADUATE DIPLOMA/POSTGRADUATE CERTIFICATE HUMAN COMMUNICATION STUDIES
INTRODUCTION
1 These special regulations relate only to the following programmes:

M.Sc. in Speech and Language Therapy

Postgraduate Diploma in Speech and Language Therapy

Postgraduate Diploma  in Human Communication Studies

Postgraduate Certificate in Human Communication Studies

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS AND SELECTION PROCEDURES
2 The requirements for admissions are those set out in the Postgraduate Academic Framework.  In addition all candidates will:
(a) be required to have paid or voluntary work experience in the Health, Education or Social Care sectors;  and
(b) need enhanced CRB;  and

(c) need an occupational health clearance; and 
(d) for a student whose first language is not English have communication skills to at least Level 8 of IELTS, with no element below 7.5.
3 All students are required to attend an interview.

PROGRESSION

4 (a)
Students are required to pass the initial module 'Orientation to Speech and Language Therapy' before they can continue with the remainder of the programme.

(b)
After passing 'Orientation to Speech and Language Therapy' students have to pass both 'Biological Sciences' and 'Developmental Communication Disorders' before continuing with the remainder of the programme.  
(c)
Over the two year period of registration a student will be required to complete the number of assessed practice sessions as prescribed by the relevant regulatory body;

(d)
All assessments must be passed.

(e)
Each year a student will need to sign a declaration to say that they are of good health and good character and have no convictions, cautions or binding over orders.
FITNESS TO PRACTICE

5 Students are bound by the fitness to practice policy of the University with which the student is registered.
EXIT AWARDS

6 (a)
Students who pass the modules 'Orientation to Speech and Language Therapy', 'Biological Sciences' and 'Development Communication Disorders' but fail to complete the assessed practice components of the programme can exit with a Postgraduate Certificate in Human Communication Studies but cannot proceed with the programme.


(b)
Students who pass all the taught modules for the Postgraduate Diploma but fail to complete the assessed practice components of the programme can exit with a Postgraduate Diploma in Human Communication Studies but cannot progress to the M.Sc. in Speech and Language Therapy. 

(c)
Students who pass all the taught modules and pass the assessed practice will be awarded a Postgraduate Diploma in Speech and Language Therapy and will be eligible to apply to the HPC for registration as a Speech and Language Therapist.
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
