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Abstract
This paper describes two cases where developmental psychologists have imposed their own categories, values and norms onto their data and thereby completely misunderstood their research subjects. I argue that ethnography provides insights into subjects' sense-making and can reveal such misunderstandings. The paper ends by discussing whether the ethnographic approach is necessarily susceptible to epistemological and moral relativism.
