Abstract

The heading for the Abstract should be in 10 point, centred, and in bold.  The text for the abstract should be in 10 point and fully justified.  There should be a space of three lines before and after the abstract.  Abstracts should normally be in the range 300-500 words.
1.0  Second Level Heading 14 Point Bold

These notes are intended to ensure a degree of standardisation in the layout of papers accepted in camera-ready form for the CFET conference proceedings. Please submit your paper as a Microsoft Word document file. Your paper should normally be in the range 3000-5000 words (including references) and the proceedings editors reserve the right to make alterations to papers. This document is available for you to download from the conference website. The main heading for the paper should be 16 point bold centred. The second level heading should have a 12 point space above and 6 point space below.  Headings should be numbered. The only font used should be Times New Roman, unless there is a specific reason for an alternative.  For example, Courier could be used for program listings. The main text should be 10 point, single spaced and fully justified. The margins of A4 paper should be set to 52mm for top and bottom, and 46mm for left and right, to provide approximately 118mm width and 193mm height of text on the page.  See figure 1 below. Do not use any header or footer, or any page numbers or footnotes.

Each paragraph should start on a new line with a single blank line between paragraphs, and without any indentation.

1.1  Third Level Heading in 12 Point Bold

The third level heading should have a 6 point space above and 3 point space below.

1.1.1  Fourth Level Heading in 10 Point Bold

The fourth level heading should have a 6 point space above and 3 point space below.

2.0  The Next Second Level Heading

Tables and figures should be centred.  Please ensure that the font size used within the table is suitable, and that any shading is not too dark. Remember that the proceedings are printed in black and white, so that any diagrams produced in colour, must be designed to be seen clearly in the proceedings. Ensure that the position of the table or figure does not result in an empty space at the bottom of a page. The Table or Figure identification should be below the table or figure and centred; as shown below for figure 1.

The table or figure should have a simple border.

3.0  Citation of References

This is the style to be used [1] in citation of references.  In the list of references that follows please adhere to the style of [1] for conference proceedings, [2] for journals, [3] for books and [4] for websites.  The first reference cited should be [1], regardless of the type of material cited, the second being [2] etc.

The text should be in 10 point.  Please avoid underlining (remove hyperlinking) of web addresses or email addresses.  This may mean changing the default format used by your word processor, or alternatively, by just underlining the appropriate section or line, then removing that underlining, which leaves the email or web address without an underline.
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
