FIRST AID POLICY

1. The purpose of this policy is to set out the University’s approach in providing first aid. 
2. The policy applies to all campuses and locations of the University. 

3. First Aid is defined as:

· treatment for the purpose of preserving life and minimising the affect of the injury/illness, until the arrival of paramedic assistance via the Emergency Services

· treatment of minor injuries which would otherwise receive no treatment or are not sufficiently serious to require the services of a medical practitioner

4. The aim of first aid is to reduce the effects of injury or illness suffered at work. It does not include giving medication.
5. The University will carry out an assessment of first aid needs. This entails consideration of workplace hazards and risks, the size of the campuses, together with other relevant factors, to determine what first aid equipment, facilities and personnel should be provided, and in which locations.

6. The University will ensure there are adequate numbers of qualified first aid personnel, and adequate provision of first aid supplies, at all locations
. Retraining is required before the period for which the certificate has elapsed. 
7. The first aid arrangements extend to students and visitors on University property. 
8. There is an expectation that in the event of an emergency any member of staff will summon the emergency services immediately where the circumstances suggest this is the appropriate course of action. 

9. The policy will be reviewed every three years, or following changes in legislation, significant organizational change or an investigation into the operation of the procedures. 

10. The policy will be supported in its implementation by operational procedures and guidance.

11. The policy is effective from 1 September 2008.
