An Academic Appeal is defined as a request for a review of the decision-making of a body, such as a Board of Examiners or a panel established to investigate plagiarism or other academic misconduct, charged with making academic decisions on progression, assessment, academic conduct or awards.

A Fitness to Practice Appeal is defined as a request for a review of the decision-making of a body, such as a fitness to practice panel, charged with making decisions relating to the student’s conduct, competence and capabilities in relation to professional practice, taking into account the requirements of any relevant regulatory or statutory body.  

Candidates may not appeal against the academic or professional judgement of the Examiners or Panel Members.

A candidate may appeal against a decision of the relevant academic or fitness to practice body in the following circumstances only.
	1.  where the Regulations and Conventions allow that a decision-making body could have recommended the candidate, following failure, be permitted to take further examinations but did not so recommend 
	

	2.  where the candidate has submitted evidence relating to illness or other misfortune within the prescribed time limit and considers such evidence has not been properly considered by the relevant body
	

	3.  where satisfactory evidence can be produced by a candidate that there had been a material administrative error, including, in the case of the conduct of Fitness to Practise Panels, process error
	

	4.  where satisfactory evidence can be produced by a candidate that the assessments and/or examinations have not been conducted in accordance with the current Regulations for the programme
