CONVENTIONS FOR THE PROGRAMMES B.Sc. Policing/ B.Sc. Police Studies
for students enrolling September 2011 or earlier
INTRODUCTION
1 These conventions are to be read in conjunction with the Undergraduate Academic Framework (‘the Framework’).  The programmes concerned do not belong to any of the undergraduate schemes

2 These Conventions relate to the following programmes only:

a. B.Sc. Police Studies PSSDGPOSTUD
b. B.Sc. Policing  PSSDGPOSTUD
c. Dip HE Policing  PSSDHPOSTUD
d. Dip HE Police Studies  PSSDHPOSTUD
3 The purpose of these Conventions is to detail specific requirements for the programmes detailed above in 2.
4 These Conventions have the same status as the Framework.  In the event of a conflict in interpretation, these Conventions take precedence. 

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

The requirements for admissions are those set out in the Undergraduate Academic Framework with the exception of the following.

5 All applicants are required to undertake an interview before being accepted onto the programme.

MODULES
6 These programmes do not include the option to select a starred module.

PROGRAMME TRANSFERS

7 All students will initially be enrolled on the B.Sc. Policing programme.  
Students who wish to transfer pathways may make an application to do so in the usual way but the decision will be taken by the Board of Examiners for Policing and Police Studies.

CONDONEMENT
8 The Board of Examiners may condone failure in modules to the value of a maximum of 20 credits at each level of study, subject to the following conditions:
a. the final module mark is between 35% and 39%; and
b. the student has exhausted all resubmission opportunities.
