SPECIAL REGULATIONS: BEd TEACHING ENGLISH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE 
INTRODUCTION
1 These special regulations relate only to the following programme:
B.Ed. TESL (Malaysia)
PROGRAMME STRUCTURE

2 The degree is a four year, full time only, programme, comprising 480 credits.

Years 1, 2 and 3 are delivered at CCCU as follows:
Year 1
120 credits at Level 4;
Year 2
100 credits at Level 5 plus an elective module worth 20 credits at 
Level 4;

Year 3
120 credits at Level 6 and an 'elective' module worth 20 credits at 
Level 5;
Year 4
60 Level 6 credits taught at IPBA;


A 60-credit 'Teaching Practice' module;
Additional non-credit bearing modules required to qualify as a teacher in Malaysia.

SPECIAL REGULATIONS
3 To pass Year 1, and so proceed to Year 2, students must:
· pass modules to the value of at least 100 credits; 
· have an overall average of at least 40% for all 120 credits taken;
· obtain a mark of at least 20% in any failed module.
4 To pass Year 2, and so proceed to Year 3, students must pass modules to the value of 100 credits at Level 5 and pass modules to the value of 120 credits in all.
5 To qualify for an Honours degree, students must:
· pass Year 1;
· pass Year 2;
· pass all Level 5 modules;

· pass the 60-credit 'Teaching Practice' module;
· pass Level 6 'taught'
 modules to the value of at least 160 credits;

· have an overall average of at least 40% for all Level 6 'taught' modules to the value of 180 credits; 
· obtain a mark of at least 20% in any failed module.

6 The Honours degree classification is based on marks obtained at Level 5 and Level 6 only. 

7 The 'Teaching Practice' module does not contribute to the Honours degree classification.
8 The average of the marks obtained for the best 100 credits at Level 5 is calculated (A2) as well as the average of the marks of the best 160 credits at Level 6 (A3). The final mark used to determine the classification is determined by calculating 0.4 * A2 + 0.6 * A3, rounded to the nearest integer, as follows:

ALTERNATIVE AWARDS

Certificate of Higher Education

9 To qualify for a Certificate of Higher Education (Studies in Education) as an exit award students must pass Year 1.  
Diploma of Higher Education

10 To qualify for a Diploma of Higher Education (Studies in Education) as an exit award students must pass Year 2.

B.A. Studies in Education
11 A student who fails to pass the 60-credit 'Teaching Practice' module in Year 4 but satisfies all other requirements as stated above in section 8 will qualify for a B.A. (Hons) Studies in Education.

Ordinary Degree

12 A student who satisfies all the requirements listed in section 8, apart from the requirement to pass 220 credits at Level 6, will qualify for a B.Ed. TESL (Ordinary) degree if the student passes 180 credits at Level 6, including the 60-credit 'Teaching Practice' module.

YEAR 3 EXAMINATION BOARD

13 A Board of Examiners meeting will be scheduled at the end of Year 3. This Board has all the powers and responsibilities of a Programme Board as itemised in PPE22 'Function, Membership and Conduct of Boards of Examiners,' with the exception of the authority to recommend to the Academic Board the award of degrees.
