SPECIAL REGULATIONS: MSC MENTAL HEALTH & APPROVED MENTAL HEALTH PROFESSIONAL PRACTICE
INTRODUCTION
1 The Special Regulations relate only to the following programme:

MSc in Mental Health & Approved Mental Health Professional Practice

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS AND SELECTION PROCEDURES

2 The requirements for admissions are those set out in the Regulation and Credit Framework for the Conferment of Awards with the exception of the following. An applicant must:
2.1 Hold a recognised professional qualification in Social Work, Nursing, Occupational Therapy or Psychology and be:
(a) a social worker registered with the Health and Care Professions Council;  or

(b) a first-level nurse, registered in Sub-Part 1 of the Nurse's part of the Register maintained under article 5 of the Nursing and Midwifery Order 2001, with inclusion of an entry indicating his/her field of practice in mental health or learning disability nursing;  or

(c) an occupational therapist registered in part 6 of the Register maintained under article 5 of the Health Professions Order 2001;  or

(d) either a psychologist registered in part 14 of the Register maintained by the Health Professions Council; or a chartered psychologist who is listed in the British psychological Society's Register of Chartered Psychologists and who holds a relevant practising certificate issued by the Society.

2.2 Demonstrate that they already have the level of professional competence, capacity and ability to undertake and complete the AMHP training programme at master’s level.  Candidates will be required to provide appropriate evidence that they are able to undertake successfully and benefit from the AMHP programme;  or
2.3 Be nominated by a local social services authority or other employer;  or
2.4 Have a current DBS (formerly CRB) check

3 In addition applicants should have a minimum of two years post qualifying practice in community mental health services.

ASSESSMENT

4 All elements of assessment in all modules must be passed.
EXIT AWARDS NOT LEADING TO PROFESSIONAL REGISTRATION
5 Aegrotat awards may be offered at the discretion of the Board of Examiners as outlined in the regulations; however such awards would not provide eligibility to be approved as an AMHP.
